The Insurance Regulatory and Development Authority of India (IRDAI) is hosting
the 8" Asia-Pacific High-Level Meeting on Insurance Supervision and the
20t Asian Forum of Insurance Regulators (AFIR) Annual Meeting and Seminar on
December 9-11, 2025, at Hyderabad.

segments; and potential of Artificial Intelligence in Insurance Supervision.

This meeting is followed by the 20" AFIR Annual Meeting and Seminar (AMS),
which will be held on December 10- 11, 2025. The theme for 20" edition of AMS is
“Innovating with Trust, Including with Care: Charting the Insurance Path Ahead’.
Delegates will deliberate on the need for driving Inclusive Insurance, Innovation in

Supervision, Smarter Regulation and Risk Modelling Tools for Climate Risk.
